[image: ]Somerton & District Bowls Club Competition Rules
The competitions shall consist of the following:
Open Club Championship- shall consist of 4 woods 21 shots.
Men’s & Ladies Singles- shall consist of 4 woods 21 Shots
Open Novice Singles- shall consist of 2 woods 21 shots. This competition is open to players who have not won a singles competition in any Club in any Country in the UK.
Ladies 2 Wood Singles- shall consist of 21 ends.
Open Two Wood Pairs- shall consist of 2 Woods, best of a set of three x 7 ends.
Where each team wins a set and the other set is a draw — an extra end must be played at the end of the game. At the beginning of a new set the mat is taken by the winner of the last end.
Open Four Wood Pairs- shall consist of 15 ends

Open Triples — shall consist of 3 woods 18 ends.
1 If there are not enough entries to allow at least two semi-finals and a final in any one competition, the competition will be abandoned for the year.
2 The composition of Pairs & Triples teams will be decided by a draw from the list of entries. The first name drawn for each team is deemed the one who is responsible for the managing of the games.
3 The first name or Team drawn is deemed to be the "Challenger". The Challenger will be the first name or team appearing on the Competitions Chart for each round.
4 In Singles Competitions the Challenger shall be responsible for arranging a Marker.
5 All Challengers shall be responsible at the earliest opportunity when their opponent is known, for arranging a match at a mutually convenient date and time. It is the responsibility of the last player reaching the next round to make sure the Challenger is aware who the opponent is. If a match cannot be arranged then one or both parties may be disqualified. If there are any special reasons why a match cannot be arranged and played within the time limits for that round as shown on the Competitions Chart then as appeal shall be made to the Competition Secretary. In the case of the Competition Secretary being involved then as Appeal shall be made to the Club Chairman or President. Holidays will not be an adequate appeal
6 If a Team or single player is not available at the arranged time and, if after a maximum waiting period of 30 minutes, the team or single player is still absent, then that team or single player shall forfeit the match to the opposing team or single player.
7 Abandoned and Postponed Matches: In the event of a competition Game being abandoned or postponed due to bad weather making the green unfit for play, it shall be resumed with the scores as they were when the game stopped. An end commenced but not completed shall be declared null and void. The game must be continued (when trial ends will again be permitted) at the earliest opportunity within the timescale of that round.
8 Substitutes (not allowed in singles games) Responsibility for finding a substitute rest with the team concerned. The substitute must not already have played in the competition in question and must be of comparable standard. All substitutes must be approved by the Competition Secretary or, if the Competition Secretary is involved, by the Clun Chairman or President. Any substitute who plays in more than one round must remain for the remainder of the competition.
9 The winner of each round must submit a dated and completed scorecard signed by the loser. This must be placed in the correct hole on the wall in the main clubhouse.
10 No Club Competition Game will be played on a day which in any way at all interferes with any Club Fixtures.
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
